Physical Education (PE) days and Uniform Update
September 2024.

We have made some adjustments regarding what children in year 1 and 2
should wear on PE days to maximise PE times.

Children in year 1 and 2 (Robins, Wrens, Swifts and Swallows) are now
required to come to school dressed in their PE kits on days when they have
PE. This change aims to reduce the time spent changing clothes, allowing for
more efficient use of PE time.

Children in Reception (Chicks 1 and 2) will continue to get changed into their
PE kits in school. This approach supports children’s physical development and

independence skills teaching children to work through the process of changing

clothes.

Reception children are to bring their PE Kits into school every Monday and
leave it on their peg until home time on a Friday.

Adyvice for Chicken Pox

Chickenpox is usually a mild illness and children usually get better by themselves. Children with
chickenpox should stay off school for at least five days from onset of rash and until all the lesions
have crusted over.

Children who have had chickenpox recently may develop complications if they also catch scarlet
fever. Parents should remain vigilant for symptoms in children who have had chickenpox such as:
- a persistent high fever

- the skin around chickenpox blisters becoming red, hot or painful (signs of infection)

- joint pain and swelling

- your child’s symptoms not improving or getting worse.
